Project budget; breakdown including proof of ability to fund
in-kind contributions

Written quote(s) from a registered tradesperson or
registered business (project cost less than $5,000 : 1 quote,
project cost $5,001 - $25,000 : 2 quotes, project cost more
than $25,001: 3 quotes)
